    Resolution #27-0-11: 

     Re: Approve Cell Phone Use Policy 

WHEREAS, it is necessary for certain Borough employees to use cellular telephones issued by the Borough of Wanaque in the course of their duties; and

WHEREAS, the Borough Council wishes to set a policy for the use of Borough issued cellular phones and provide a option for employees to be reimbursed for using their personal cellular phones for Borough business.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED AS FOLLOWS:

1. Any cellular phone issued by the Borough of Wanaque shall only be used for Borough business.  Personal use of the phone is expressly prohibited, except in the case of a serious family emergency.

2. Any employee found using a Borough phone for personal use shall be subject to appropriate disciplinary action.

3. In the event an employee wishes to forego the use of a Borough phone and agrees to use their personal phone for Borough business, the Borough shall reimburse the employee $25 per month or a total of $40 per month if a data (e-mail) plan is authorized.  If this option is chosen, the reimbursement covers all costs, and the employee will be responsible for any overage in minutes.

4. This policy shall take effect immediately.

     Resolution #28-0-11:  

      Re: Oppose  FAA Flight Pattern Change

WHEREAS, the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA’s) is scheduled to implement a new air traffic control plan in the Spring of 2011, and; 
WHEREAS, the FAA’s new Integrated Airspace Alternative flight plan will result in hundreds of additional commercial airliners from John F. Kennedy Airport in New York being routed over residential areas of northern and central New Jersey and;
WHEREAS, the FAA’s new flight plan will result in alterations to flight patterns into and out of Newark Liberty Airport that will negatively impact residential areas, and; 
WHEREAS, the FAA’s plan eliminates some ocean flight routes and ignores the use of ocean routing in favor of airline routes over heavily populated residential areas, and; 
WHEREAS, the FAA new flight plan will likely result in commercial airplanes flying over residential areas on the average of every three to five minutes, and;
WHEREAS, the FAA new flight plan could result in airplanes from Newark and Teterboro Airports flying over residential areas at altitudes as low as 2,000 to 8,000 feet in parts of Bergen, Essex and Passaic Counties, and:
WHEREAS, the FAA has failed to conduct and publish environmental studies measuring the impact of additional noise pollution over New Jersey residential areas before adopting its Integrated Airspace plan, and; 
WHEREAS, the FAA has refused to disclose reports on the impacts of its new ICC plan, including the volume of air traffic over residential areas and the altitude of airplanes over residential areas, and;   
WHERAS, the FAA’s plan is opposed by the New Jersey Coalition Against Aircraft Noise because, among other concerns, the FAA reports gives excessive weight to aviation efficiency and little consideration to social and environmental impacts of residents, and
WHEREAS, the FAA plan represents a lack of balance between concerns for the airline industry and the impacts to the health and welfare of the tens of thousands of permanent residents who are harmed by the proposed airspace changes, and;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Governing Body of the Borough of Wanaque, New Jersey does hereby oppose the implementation of FAA’s Integrated Airspace flight plan that will increase aircraft noise and air pollution over New Jersey, and; 
 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that a copy of this resolution opposing the FAA new flight path will be transmitted by this Governing Body to the Port Authority of New York and New Jersey, the office of Governor Chris Christie, U.S. Senators Robert Menendez and Frank Lautenberg and the Federal Aviation Administration, members of New Jersey’s House of Representatives and members of the New Jersey State Legislature.

On entertainment of the Mayor Councilmen Leonard and Theoharous moved that,

RESOLUTION EXTENDING TIME FOR COMPLETION OF IMPROVEMENTS FOR PREMISES KNOWN AS VALLEY VIEW AT WANAQUE BLOCK 432, LOTS 36 & 38 AND FIXING PERFORMANCE GUARANTEE IN CONNECTION THEREWITH 


WHEREAS, Valley View at Wanaque received approvals from the Borough of Wanaque Planning Board on June 15, 2006 for the construction of 114 adult age restricted housing units on premises located in Block 432, Lots 36 and 38, Fourth Avenue in the Borough of Wanaque; and 


WHEREAS, the Borough of Wanaque did enter into a Developer’s Agreement with Wanaque Associates, LLC, a Limited Liability Corporation, doing business as Valley View at Wanaque, hereinafter designated “Developer” which, amongst other things required the developer to post Performance Bonds in an amount designated by the Wanaque Borough Engineer to cover required public and semi-public improvements; and


WHEREAS, the developer did post an initial Performance Bond in the amount of $1,286,592.00; and


WHEREAS, the developer did request a reduction in the amount of the original bond produced, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 40:55d-53(d)(1); and


WHEREAS, the project initiated by the developer has stalled and the developer seeks an extension of time within which to complete the project and improvements and the performance bond; and


WHEREAS, the Wanaque Borough Engineer Richard A. Alaimo Associates, by Michael Cristaldi, P.E. did review the project, the improvements for which bonding was posted, did evaluate the same and submit a report dated November 8, 2010,


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Mayor and Council of the Borough of Wanaque, County of Passaic and State of New Jersey as follows:

1. The time for the installation and completion of improvements by the developer with respect to the Valley View at Wanaque project encompassing Block 432, Lots 36 and 38 is hereby extended. 

2. As a condition of such extension the Performance Bond shall be revised and reduced to $1,099,213.80 in accordance with report of Richard A. Alaimo Engineering Associates, by Michael Cristaldi, P.E. dated November 8, 2010 which is annexed hereto and made a part hereof.

3. The Performance Bonds shall forthwith be posted with the Municipal Clerk of the Borough of Wanaque in accordance with this Resolution.
