High School Voter Registration Week, as declared by Lt. Governor and
Secretary of State Dale Caldwell. Observed from April 13 through April 19,
2026, this statewide initiative highlights the importance of empowering young
people to understand and embrace their role in our democratic process. This
week serves as an opportunity to encourage high school students to learn
about voter registration and to recognize that their voices matter. Under the
New Voter Empowerment Act (NJ A3690), a 17-year-old who turns 18 by
the November 3, 2026, General Election will be eligible to cast a ballot
in the June 2, 2026, Primary Election. For those planning to participate,
the voter registration deadline is May 12, 2026.

Clerk Ireland-Imhof also reminds students that once they are registered, the
Passaic County Clerk’s Office provides a range of convenient voting options
designed to meet diverse needs, including voting by mail and electronic
voting for eligible overseas voters. “Voting is both a right and a responsibility
that strengthens our communities,” said Clerk Ireland-Imhof. “We encourage
students to explore their options, choose the method that works best for
them, and take part in shaping the future once they become eligible.”
